INTRODUCTION

The South Central Study Area is located in the south central portion of the County. It
consists of overs,714 acres containing a population of approximateb/422 persons.

The Fayetteville Regional Airport property and the Crown Coliseum Copwipietx are

within the City Limits of Fayetteville, are not parthesStudy. While these entities are

not part of tle Study Area, their influence on the surrounding properties requires the Plan
to address them. It is not the purpose of this Plan to attempt to provide detailed plans
for these facilitigsbut to show how their impact could enhance and influence the area
surrounding them.

These features include the steep blaffid terraces along the Cape Fear River, Rockfish
and Willis Creeks, mountain vegetation, and the Carolina Bays.
