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Curbside	Voting		
	
Voters who are unable to enter the voting place are permitted to vote 
curbside. Curbside voting takes place in a vehicle in a process overseen 
by an elections official. A curbside voter is entitled to the same level of 
assistance, privacy, and instruction provided to voters within the polling 
place. For purposes of establishing a 50’ buffer zone for electioneering 
activity, the vehicle is considered the voting enclosure.
