If you see a pack of wild dogs, please call Animal Control at 321-6861 Monday through Friday 

from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. After 5 p.m. and on weekends or holidays, call the Sheriff’s Office at 323-

1500.  

 

The recent increase in wild dogs is the result of owners abandoning their dogs and new litters 

within the existing packs, according to Lauby. Last year, the department reported tracking seven 

packs within the city.
