* Eastern Red Cedar: $5 per bundle of 5 seedlings.

Trees help prevent erosion of fertile topsoil, beautify property, provide energy-saving shade and provide habitat for
birds and other wildlife. Anyone interested in ordering seedlings must complete the order form and return it with
payment by Aug. 29.
